Widowed woman entitled to maintenance from
deceased father-i n-law s property: Delhi HC

The Delhi High Court on
Wednesday held after the
father-in-law of a widow
dies, she is entitled to claim
maintenance from his estate
derived from coparcenary
or ancestral property of the
matrimonial family.

A bench of Justices Anil
Kshetarpal and Harish
Vaidyanathan Shankar said
even if the father-in-law
owns significant separate or
self-acquired assets, the duty
to maintain daughter-in-law
arises only from the coparce-
nary property (ancestral
property) which would sub-
sequently form a part of his
estate after his death.

The judgment came on
the question whether such a
daughter-in-law was enti-

tled to claim maintenance
from the estate derived from
coparcenary property of her
deceased father-in-law.

The court said Section 19(1)
of the Hindu Adoption and
Maintenance Act (HAMA)
confers upon a widowed
daughter-in-law a statutory
right to claim maintenance
from her father-in-law,
thereby recognising his legal
obligation in form of a liabil-
ity to provide for her suste-
nance in event of the demise
of her husband.

However, upon reading of
Section 19(2) of the HAMA, it
is noted that such statutory
right of the widowed daugh-
ter-in-law creating a legal
obligation upon the father-in-
law, poses a significant
restriction to his liability, the
court said.

It added that the provision

limits the liability of the
father-in-law only to the
extent of his coparcenary
property.

“While making it abun-
dantly clear that if the father-
in-law does not possess any
coparcenary property and

maintenance is sought from
his self-acquired property or
any other assets that do not
qualify as a coparcenary
property, the widowed
daughter-in-law will have no
enforceable right,” the bench
said.

The court referred to
Section 21(vii) of the Act
saying the provision pro-
vides that a widow is entitled
to seek maintenance from
the estate of her father-in-
law.

The bench said that Clause
7(i) of the provisions defines
the scope of the term ‘depen-
dants’ for the purpose of
maintenance and that it pro-
vides that ‘dependants mean
the widow of the son of the
deceased, provided and to
the extent that she is unable
to obtain maintenance from
her husband’s estate, or from
her son or daughter or their
estate, also from her father-
in-law’s estate’.

The high court was dealing
with an appeal challenging a
trial court’s order by which
the daughter-in-law’s plea
for maintenance was found

to be non-maintainable.

The woman became a
widow after the death of her
husband in March 2023,
whereas her father-in-law
had pre-deceased his son,
having passed away in
December 2021.

The high court said the
HAMA is quintessentially a
social welfare legislation,
enacted with an intention to
infuse traditional norms of a
Hindu society with principles
of equity, fairness and family
protection.

The bench said while inter-
preting the provisions of leg-
islation like the HAMA, the
court is expected to take a
pragmatic and a holistic
approach, the one that aligns
seamlessly with the objects,
reasoning, principles and the
intentions as provided for by
the ancient law givers.

MCD focusing on planned response
to manage stray dogs: Delhl mayor

The Municipal Corporation
of Delhi (MCD) is holding
daily meetings to chalk out a
plan to address the stray dog
issue, with the civic body
saying that the challenge lies
not only in picking them up
but also in ensuring their
proper care once housed in
shelters.

Delhi Mayor Raja Igbal
Singh said the issue is “big
and sensitive” and needs a
well-planned approach. “This
is a big challenge for the city.
Every day, meetings are being
held on how to manage
shelter arrangements. It is not
justabout removing the dogs
from the streets but also
about making sure that food,
water and other facilities are
available to keep them in
better conditions,” the mayor
said.

He said that since the
Supreme Court has reserved
its order, the corporation is
examining all possible mea-
sures and will work in line
with the apex court’s direc-
tions. “At present, our focus
is on ensuring the safety of
humans and animals,” he
added.

The mayor further said for
now, the priority is to identi-
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fy and catch aggressive and
furious dogs to ensure public
safety.

Standing Committee chair-
person Satya Sarma said
since August 10, nearly 800
dogs have been picked up
and sent to shelters for ster-
ilisation. With no fresh direc-
tions from the Supreme Court
after its August 11 order, the
civic body has continued its
drives to catch aggressive,
diseased and attacking dogs.
MCD officials pointed out
that the task has been difficult
due to frequent intervention
by dog lovers during such
operations.

“Our aim is to make the city
safe for animals and humans.
We are working on a well-
planned strategy, starting
with government premises

where dog feeding is
common, and also respond-
ing to complaints from resi-
dents,” an official said.

Earlier this month, the apex
court, terming the stray dog
menace “extremely grim,”
directed the Delhi govern-
ment and civic bodies to
start picking up strays from all
localities and keep them in
shelters, warning of strict
action against anyone
obstructing the drive.

On August 11, a bench of
Justices | B Pardiwala and R
Mahadevan observed that
the “whole problem” had
arisen due to “inaction” on
the part of local bodies.

The court, however,
reserved its order on a plea
seeking a stay on parts of its
August 11 directions.
