Brent crude
futures were trading 2.50 per cent lower, hitting an
intra-day low of $100.85 per barrel by 9:45 am,
while the US benchmark West Texas Intermediate
(WTI) crude fell 3.40 per cent to an intra-day low
of $92.83. So far this week, WTI futures have de-
clined as much as 4.73 per cent, while Brent crude
has dropped over 2 per cent. The sharp correction
comes despite heightened geopolitical risks follow-
ing Iran’s confirmation that Ali Larijani, a senior
security official and secretary of the Supreme Na-
tional Security Council, has been killed. His death
is being viewed as a significant blow to Iran’s war-
time leadership and signals further deterioration in
the regional conflict.

S. Korean auto exports
down over 20 pc in Feb
Seoul, March 18

(IANS) South Korea's auto
exports fell 20.8 per cent
from a year earlier in Feb-
ruary due to a decline in
the number of working
days for the month, gov-
ernment data showed on
Wednesday.

The combined value of
automobile exports came
to US$4.8 billion last
month, according to the
data from the Ministry of
Trade, Industry and Re-
sources, reports Yonhap
news agency.February's
performance was due to a
drop in the number of
working days for the
month amid the Lunar
New Year holiday, the min-
istry said.The value of hy-
brid cars shipped over-
seas surged 23.5 percent
to $1.21 billion. The com-
bined exports of electric
vehicles (EV) and hydro-
gen-powered cars fell 8.2
percent to $670 million.

The ministry noted that
the combined exports of
eco-friendly vehicles, in-
cluding EVs, hydrogen-fu-
eled cars and hybrid vehi-
cles, for the first two
months of the year was the
highest on record at $4.5
billion.By destination, ex-
ports to the United States
fell 29.4 percent on-year,
and shipments to the Eu-
ropean Union retreated 20
percent.In contrast, ship-
ments to Latin America
surged 21.7 percent from
the same period a year
earlier, the data showed.

Domestically, 123,275
vehicles were sold last
month, down 7.2 percent
from a year earlier.

Meanwhile, South Ko-
rean shares traded more
than 3.5 per cent higher
late on Wednesday morn-
ing, driven by sharp gains
in blue chip tech shares,
including Samsung Elec-
tronics and SK hynix.

Sensex, Nifty open higher for third
consecutive day; IT, auto lead gains
Mumbai, March 18

(IANS) Equity frontline in-
dices opened higher on
Wednesday, extending
gains for the third consec-
utive session as markets
bounced back from last
week’s sharp correction
triggered by the West Asia
conflict.

Sensex opened at
76,367, up 296 points or
0.39 per cent, while the
Nifty started about 50
points higher at 23,632,
registering a gain of 0.22
per cent.

In the broader market,
smallcap stocks wit-
nessed the sharpest up-
tick. The Nifty Smallcap
50 rose 0.51 per cent,
while the Nifty Smallcap
100 and Nifty Smallcap
250 gained 0.39 per cent
each.

Benchmark broader
indices also moved high-
er, with the Nifty 100, Nif-
ty 200 and Nifty 500 ris-
ing around 0.35 per cent.

In the midcap space,
the Nifty Midcap 50, Nifty
Midcap 100 and Nifty Mid-

cap 150 advanced up to
0.30 per cent.

Sectorally, IT and auto
stocks led the gains, while
metals and chemicals re-
mained under pressure.

Among Nifty constitu-
ents, HDFC Bank, ICICI
Bank, Hindalco Indus-
tries, Tata Steel, JSW
Steel and Cipla were
among the top losers in
early trade.

The Nifty IT index
emerged as the top gain-
er, rising around 1 per
cent to 29,063.95, re-
bounding after being
among the worst perform-
ers in the previous ses-
sion. The Nifty Auto index
advanced 0.87 per cent to
25,335.50.On the down-
side, the Nifty Metal index
declined 0.75 per cent to
11,550.65, emerging as
the top loser of the ses-
sion. The Nifty Chemicals
index fell 0.32 per cent to
26,275.70, while the Nifty
Realty index slipped 0.18
per cent to 709.95.An an-
alyst said that Nifty is trad-
ing near a crucial resis-

tance zone of 23,700–
23,750, and a breakout
above this range could
push the index towards
23,800–23,850. Immedi-
ate support is seen near
23,400–23,450.

Another market expert
said that the market is
showing signs of recovery
supported by value buy-
ing across metals, auto
and banking stocks after
recent corrections.
